Governance and Financial Sustainability

SNFCC Single Member S.A. is a public-benefit nonprofit
organization responsible for the operation, maintenance
and management of the Stavros Niarchos Foundation
Cultural Center and the Stavros Niarchos Park, as well
as the development and production of its own series of
cultural, educational, environmental and sports activities.
The SNFCC Single Member S.A. is fully owned by

the Greek State and is supervised by the Minister

of Finance who also appoints its Board of Directors.

Its financial sustainability is achieved through various
sources of funding, supporting its operation and annual
programming. Grants from the Stavros Niarchos
Foundation (SNF), funding from the Greek State,
participation in EU-funded programs, corporate
sponsorships, fees for the facility management services
provided by the organization to the National Library
of Greece and the Greek National Opera, as well as
revenues from commercial activities on site, constitute
the SNFCC's main sources of income, enabling the pursuit
of its mission and the broadening of its social impact.

The National Library of Greece and the Greek National
Opera are also state-owned organizations and are
supervised by the Ministry of Education and the Ministry
of Culture respectively.

Architecture: a simple but genius idea

As is often the case in cities that derive their wealth
from the seq, the primordial connection of the city and
the water was lost due to the interjection of Poseidonos
Avenue. In one of his first visits, architect Renzo Piano
found that despite the abandonment of the areq, the
links between the sea and the city were still visible. It
was enough for him to climb to the top of a neighboring
building to discover a magnificent view of the Faliro Bay
and the Acropolis. Since then, the architect aimed, above
all, at restoring the natural and conceptual connection
between the land and the sea.

Since his first visit to the site, Renzo Piano summed up the
project to a topographic idea: to ‘lift’ a piece of land to
design a sloping park, a hill under which he would place
the building facilities from the top of which we would
regain the lost view of the sea and the Acropolis.

Area History

The site on which the Stavros Niarchos Foundation
Cultural Center (SNFCC) was built, is part of the Faliron
Delta and has a long and interesting history. It begins in
ancient times and continues to the present day.

Between the 8% and 4% centuries B.C. it was used as a
cemetery. Excavations during the SNFCC's construction
conducted by the Greek Archaeological Service in the
south and southeast parts of the SNFCC site, revealed
the Phaleron necropolis. So far, more than 2000 tombs
have been revealed, from simple pit graves and stone-
lined cist graves to burials in amphorae, as well

as some carefully prepared funeral pyres.

During the 20" century, part of the area that SNFCC
occupies today used to be a marshland. In 1924 it
was drained and engineers Andreas C. Dracopoulos
and Dionysios Papaleonardou and architects Sotirios
Magiassis and Alexandros Nikoloudis designed

and constructed a modern horse racetrack, the first
Hippodrome of Greece which operated from 1925 to
2003. However, following the 1970s construction of
Poseidonos Avenue, the racetrack was abandoned,
and its facilities demolished.

During
the construction phase,
a temporary Visitors
Center invites the public
to follow the progress of
the project and SNF's
vision for the SNFCC.

2016

At the initiative of and
with support from the
SNF, on 16 August 2016,
the SNFCC starts to offer
a wide range of daily
events and activities

at Stavros Niarchos
Park that are open and
accessible to all, while
construction of the
buildings reaches

its final phase.

2017

The construction phase comes to an end. The SNF
hands the SNFCC over to the Greek state and the
people of Greece on 23 February 2017. It includes
facilities for the NLG and the GNO, as well as the
21-hectare Stavros Niarchos Park. At the same time,
the SNF announces its commitment to actively support
the SNFCC for the next five years to cover operating
costs and the programming of cultural, educational
and sports events, accessible to all. Meanwhile, the
relocation process of the NLG and the GNO to the
SNFCC also begins, supported by SNF grants towards
each organization respectively.

The SNFCC is a cultural,
educational, and
recreational destination
of international
significance. With
support from the Stavros
Niarchos Foundation
(SNF), the SNFCC
continues to serve its
mission as an open,
public space, accessible
to all.

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In 2017, with the completion of the project, SNF delivered
the SNFCC to the Greek state and the people of Greece,
and the Foundation continues to actively support to this
day its implementation of a rich program of cultural,
sporting, and educational events and a large portion

of its operating costs. In addition, the creation and
utilization of Stavros Niarchos Park has multiplied the
amount of green space available in the region and has
enhanced the daily experience of using public space.
From the conception of the idea through 2026, it is
anticipated that SNF will have given a total of over
€630 million ($760 million) to the SNFCC.

An integral part of the SNFCC are the new facilities of
the National Library of Greece (NLG) and the Greek
National Opera (GNO), which have contributed to the
entry of both organizations into a new era in their long
history, offering new opportunities and expanding their
audience and their social footprint.

SNF's collaboration with the SNFCC extends beyond
its financial support. Over the years, SNF Nostos, an
SNF gathering organized at the SNFCC, has hosted
innovative events and important personalities from

all over the world, such as a discussion between former
US President Barack Obama and SNF Co-President
Andreas Dracopoulos.

The National Library of Greece (NLG),

initially located in the iconic Vallianeio
Megaron building on Panepistimiou Street in
Athens, serves as the custodian of Greek literary
heritage. The building was constructed in 1903
with the donation of the Vallianos brothers,
Marinos, Panagis, and Andreas, and it was
designed by the Danish architect Theophil
Hansen under the supervision of

the German architect Ernest Ziller.

2018 marks a milestone year for the NLG

as it was relocated from the Vallianeio
Megaron, its historic building on Panepistimiou
Street, to the Stavros Niarchos Foundation
Cultural Center.

The Greek National Opera (GNO) was
founded in 1939 by Costis Bastias, initially
as part of the National Theatre (at the time
known as the Royal Theatre) of Greece.

In the first year of its operation, it engaged
the young Maria Kalogeropoulou, who
eventually became internationally known

as Maria Callas. Following its independence
in 1944, the GNO was based at the
Olympia Theatre.

In 2017, under the direction of composer
Giorgos Koumendakis, the GNO relocated
to new state-of-the-art facilities at the
Stavros Niarchos Foundation Cultural
Center (SNFCQ).

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In this new era, the GNO has established a distinct
artistic identity, founded on certain essential pillars.
These include supporting the creation of new works
through commissions, participating in major international
co-productions, revitalizing its repertoire, inviting world-
class artists, utilizing local artistic talents, growing its
audience, increasing its visibility, and promoting its work
globally through a wide range of initiatives, including
GNO TV, an online platform showcasing

its performances.

At the Stavros Niarchos Hall and the Odeon of Herodes
Atticus, the GNO presents large-scale operas and
dance shows, while the Alternative Stage features music
theatre productions, musicals, chamber operas, concerts,
and festivals.

The GNO has a Professional Dance School and offers
educational and social programs encompassing opera,
music, dance, and visual arts. These programs cater

to a wide range of participants including children,
teenagers, schools, adults, individuals aged 65 and
above, young people from the Accommodation Shelters
for Unaccompanied Minors, persons with or without
disabilities, socially vulnerable groups, as well as
amateur and professional artists from Athens and

the rest of Greece.

The Greek National Opera is funded by the Hellenic
Ministry of Culture. The Stavros Niarchos Foundation
(SNF) is its Lead Donor.

Accessibility

With the fundamental goal of being a paradigm of
inclusion, SNFCC facilities are designed to be fully
accessible to people with disabilities, while as part of

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The Stavros Niarchos Park

The Stavros Niarchos Park occupies 85% of the total

area of the SNFCC and constitutes the largest public
Mediterranean garden in the world. It serves as a starting
point in the strategic effort to develop environmental
awareness among the public. In fact, with its creation,

the SNFCC doubled the per capita green space in

the local community.

It is home to a rich variety of flora, including olive

trees, lentisks, strawberry trees, carob trees, Judas trees,
laurels, cypress trees, as well as an extensive selection

of indigenous Greek aromatic herbs. Plants were selected
and arranged with an eye to providing a variety of
seasonal blooming and creating exciting color schemes
and textures. The Park includes 16 tree species and

161 shrub species, as well as a variety of grasses

and bulbs. Each month brings a new color, and each
season introduces a different combination of flowers

and foliage. Various species of birds have also appeared
at the Stavros Niarchos Park, some of which spend

the winter here and some simply stop here along

their migration route.

Sports Facilities

Many of our visitors choose to exercise at the Stavros
Niarchos Park. The SNFCC's running track, including

the outdoor gym, is open daily with free admission.

The outdoor games area hosts premises for introductory
or kids-friendly basketball, football, tennis and other
training sessions. Around the SNFCC there is a 2.5km bike
lane, while the SNFCC Canal periodically accommodates
kayaks and sailboats. Finally, the SNFCC Climbing Wall
with two structures in an outdoor spot, awaits climbing
enthusiasts, with different challenges for every age

and level.

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Since the inception of its creation by the Stavros
Niarchos Foundation (SNF) and architect Renzo Piano,
sustainability has been a fundamental prerequisite and
key element of the project. The architectural design and
technologically advanced construction—a prominent
example of which is its Energy Canopy—makes it one

of the most environmentally sustainable buildings in

the world. Thus, the SNFCC is the first cultural project

in Europe to receive LEED Platinum certification, a result
of its pioneering architecture and integration of active
and passive technologies.

Apart from the design and construction, it consistently
leverages the advantages provided by modern
technologies to implement a series of enhancement
projects for its facilities, technological infrastructure, and
applications in terms of water and energy management,
recycling and sustainable mobility. A firm objective

of the SNFCC, sustainable mobility finds its primary
expression in the promotion of the cycling culture and
the use of green means of transportation. To promote
cycling as a means of transportation, exercise, and
leisure, the SNFCC offers a bike rental service, giving
visitors the opportunity to enjoy a ride on a 2.5 km-long
bike path.

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Moreover, the largest EV charging station in Greece
operating at the SNFCC in collaboration with the Natural
Gas-Hellenic Energy Company and Petros Petropoulos
SA, promotes green mobility and reduces CO, emissions.
Also, the SNFCC offers free transportation to and from

its premises through a private shuttle bus service, serving
more than 150,000 passengers per year.

Sustainable gastronomy is also part of SNFCC's
sustainability mandate. Delta restaurant was created
through an initiative and grant by the Stavros Niarchos
Foundation (SNF). It aims to become a landmark
culinary destination in line with the high standards of the
SNFCC and to promote Greek cuisine around the world.
Following a “nothing lost—nothing wasted” philosophy,
Delta adopts a sustainable mode of operation which
raises public awareness around the importance of
sustainability in gastronomy. Delta was the first Greek
restaurant awarded in 2022 Two Stars MICHELIN and
One Green Star MICHELIN after its initial evaluation;
an extraordinary accomplishment that places Delta in
the 3% of a worldwide restaurant elite. It maintained
for 2023 its two MICHELIN Guide Athens stars, as well
as its MICHELIN Green Star.

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As part of the SNFCC's mission to educate visitors and
raise their awareness on sustainability issues and with the
Stavros Niarchos Park offering an ideal field of action,
dedicated environmental programs have been developed
for schools, and workshops on a wide range of topics,
varying from the environment, energy, architecture and
the open dialogue between humans and nature, to
gardening are offered to visitors of all ages. The SNFCC's
philosophy with regards to the mandates of sustainability
is also articulated through the harvesting of crops yielded
by the species cultivated in the Stavros Niarchos Park,
such as the olive tree. The Park is currently home to some
400 olive trees, the fruit of which is used to produce

olive oil. The SNFCC Members are invited to participate
in the olive harvest and oil production process, while

part of the olive oil yield is offered to NGOs to support
heir work in battling the consequences of poverty and
social exclusion.
